You are welcome to come to class the first night without any of your own materials. Some basic supplies will be there for the whole class. As the class moves forward, students will create their own materials list based on what mediums they most like working with or would like to experiment with.

The following are the basic supplies you might bring if you would like to purchase them.

A Variety of Brushes: 

generally, the long handle ones that are made for oils and acrylics. Stiffer bristles work best with acrylics BUT if you are doing washes you CAN use watercolor brushes. I will have some brushes you can use also. 

Suggested Materials:(I use Golden and Tri-Art)
· 9x12 white drawing paper or even colored papers, heavier is better
· 16oz. Gloss gel medium
·  4oz fluid acrylic primary colors for now

       blue (primary cyan)

       red (primary magenta)

       yellow (diarylide yellow) 
       any brand will do for now but the best ones are Golden and Tri-Art.
· 16oz or larger titanium white in HEAVY BODY not fluid
· 4oz any black, fluid or heavy body

· 16oz or larger GESSO
You may also bring ANY painting colors, mediums and, supplies that you have that I have not mentioned. Especially if you really do not know what they can be used for!
